I
THE GRANT

This grant programme is designed to provide part-funding for new exhibitions of contemporary art, which address the Jewish experience by awarding grants to 

a.
Professional artists to produce new work for exhibition in a recognized cultural venue.

b.   Free-lance curators for researching and organizing an exhibition of 

      contemporary art, which addresses the Jewish experience.

The application should be submitted by professional artists or curators in association with an exhibition venue based in one of the European countries listed under II below. The applicants must submit a letter from the exhibition venue endorsing the plans for the exhibition project.

Applicants must have specialized training in the arts; at least 2 years' arts practice and must have exhibited their work at least once previously.  Students are not eligible. 

Applicants must be citizens or permanent residents of European countries listed under II below.

Grants up to 5,000 Euros will be awarded to successful candidates in two instalments: the first will be made to the individual artist, or curator, in January 2012; the second on completion of the project i.e. on the opening of the exhibition.  The project should be exhibited within 12 months of the receipt of the first instalment of the grant.

The grant can cover a number of aspects of the project ranging from a contribution to the rental of studio and exhibition space, costs of materials, research, marketing of the event etc.

The European Association for Jewish Culture must be notified at least one month prior to the exhibition taking place.

An acknowledgment must appear in the programme of the exhibition and in any promotional materials related to the project:

The development and staging of “title of exhibition” was made possible by a grant from the European Association for Jewish Culture (the logo of the Association to be included).

Closing date for applications
Applications completed in English or French must be received at the relevant European Association office before 1 October 2011.

The curriculum vitae of the artist or curator, including fields of specialization, record of professional achievement, including any work relating to Jewish culture; details of any arts or study grants received in the past, supporting material such as slides, copies of work published and reviews of work exhibited/published.

2.
The curriculum vitae of the director of the exhibition venue responsible for this project. Information about the past programmes of the exhibition venue in the last two years, including reviews if available.  

3.
An outline of the project, its theme, objectives, treatment, artistic disciplines and media of execution, exhibition concept.

4.
Schedule and outline of exhibition plans including publicity, marketing and types of public to whom it may appeal.

5.
A plan and a balanced budget for the execution of the project through to the exhibition stage, including marketing and publicity.

6.
Names and contact details of two professional referees: art critics, curators, art college teachers, established artists.

7.
10  images in JPEG format showing original work with a list giving titles, dimensions, media and date of each work.  

IV
Evaluation of Applications
All applications will be screened by the European Association and evaluated by on the basis of the following criteria:

A.  Completion of all requirements.

B.  Artistic merit of the proposed project and exhibition.

C.  The Jewish dimension of the work and innovative treatment of the proposed theme.

D.  Applicants' abilities based on submitted material and record of achievement.

E.  Ability of the artist(s), venue director and/or curator to manage and produce the project/exhibition.

 satisfy eligibility requirements.
