I
The grant 

This grant is designed to provide part-funding for the composition, linked to a performance and/or recording of new works by contemporary composers inspired by the Jewish experience and traditions.
The application must be made by an individual composer in association with an orchestra, chamber music group, musical theatre, concert promoter and/or an established  recording company based in one of the European countries listed under II. The applicants must submit an undertaking from the associated body to perform the new work or produce a CD recording and ensure its distribution.  

Applications are invited from composers who have already had public performances or recordings of their work, and who are either citizens, or permanent residents, of the European countries listed below under II.  

Grants of up to 5,000 Euros will be awarded to successful candidates in two equal instalments: the first will be made directly to the composer in January 2012; the second to the orchestra, chamber music group, musical theatre, concert promoter and/or an established  recording company on completion of the project. 

The grant can be used to contribute to the development of the new work and to performance and/or recording costs.  The project should be completed within 12 months of the receipt of the first instalment of the grant. 

The European Association for Jewish Culture must be notified at least one month prior to the performance or recording of the new work.

The following acknowledgment must appear in the programme for the performance or the recording, as well as in any promotional materials.

The development and concert/recording of “title of work” was made possible by a grant from the European Association for Jewish Culture (the logo of the Association to be included).

CLOSING DATE FOR APPLICATIONS

Applications completed in English or in French must be received at the relevant European Association office before 1 October 2011.

The curriculum vitae of the composer, including details of any previous grants received.

2.
The curriculum vitae of the person responsible for the performance or recording of the new work (representative of the orchestra, chamber music group, musical theatre, concert promoter and/or the recording company.

3. 
A description of the proposed new work, including a statement by the composer on how the work relates to the Jewish experience or traditions, approx. 3 pages in length.

4.
A score of two compositions by the applicant performed in the last 5 years and of the new work in progress. Please attach a list of all previous recordings.

5.
Information about the persons associated with the application (orchestra, chamber music group, musical theatre, concert promoter and/or recording company) including recent programmes, productions, reviews of recent performances/ productions.

6. 
A letter of intent from the concert promoter, recording company or orchestra associated with the project.

7.
A plan and schedule for the development of the project through to the completion, including the marketing/publicity plans for the performance and/or distribution of the recording.

8.         A budget showing other sources of funding.

IV
Evaluation of Applications
All applications will be screened and evaluated on the basis of the following criteria:

A.  Completion of all requirements.

B.  Artistic merit of the proposed work.

C.  The Jewish dimension of the proposed work.

D.  Previous achievements of the composer.

E.  Ability of the associated body (concert promoter or recording company) to manage the project.
